Macroeconomic and market conditions affect the Bank’s results. The nature of the

Title

Bank’s business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market
conditions in Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent
years.

In 2015, the global economic activity remained sluggish. Growth slowed down in
emerging countries, while modest recovery continued in developed countries. The
global outlook is still impacted by three major transitions: the slowing economic
growth in China, the fall in prices of energy and other commodities, and the initial
tightening of the US monetary policy in a context of resilient internal recovery, while
the central banks of several major developed countries are continuing to ease their
monetary policies. For 2016, the IMF is forecasting the progressive recovery of
global economic activity but with low growth prospects on the medium term in
developed and emerging countries.

In that context, two risks can be identified:
Financial instability due to the vulnerability of emerging countries

While the exposure of the BNP Paribas Group in emerging countries is limited, the
vulnerability of these economies may generate disruptions in the global financial
system that could affect the BNP Paribas Group and potentially alter its results.

In numerous emerging economies, an increase in foreign currency commitments was
observed in 2015, while the levels of indebtedness (both in foreign and local
currencies) are already high. Moreover, the prospects of a progressive hike in key
rates in the United States (first rate increase decided by the Federal Reserve in
December 2015), as well as tightened financial volatility linked to the concerns
regarding growth in emerging countries, have contributed to the stiffening of external
financial conditions, capital outflows, further currency depreciations in numerous
emerging countries and an increase in risks for banks. This could lead to the
downgrading of sovereign ratings.

Given the possible standardisation of risk premiums, there is a risk of global market
disruptions (rise in risk premiums, erosion of confidence, decline in growth,
postponement or slowdown in the harmonisation of monetary policies, drop in market
liquidity, problem with the valuation of assets, shrinking of the credit offering, and
chaotic de-leveraging) that would affect all banking institutions.

Systemic risks related to economic conditions and market liquidity

The continuation of a situation with exceptionally low interest rates could promote
excessive risk-taking by certain financial players: increase in the maturity of loans and
assets held, less stringent loan granting policies, increase in leverage financing.

Some players (insurance companies, pension funds, asset managers, etc.) entail an
increasingly systemic dimension and in the event of market turbulence (linked for
instance to a sudden rise in interest rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may
decide to unwind large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Such liquidity pressure could be exacerbated by the recent increase in the volume of

BNPP:s
verksamhetstyp gor det sarskilt kansligt for Europas marknadsvillkor och
makroekonomiska villkor, vilka ibland har varit utmanande och instabila under senare
ar.

Under 2015 fortsatter den globala ekonomin att vara trég. Verksamheten dampades i
tillvaxtmarknadslander, medan en mattlig aterhamtning fortsatte i utvecklade lander.
De globala utsikterna paverkas fortfarande av tre avgérande Overgangar: en
avmattning i Kinas tillvaxt, de sjunkande priserna pa energi och andra ravaror och
atstramningenen inledande atstramning av den amerikanska penningpolitiken i en
miljo med fortsatt intern aterhaAmtning, samtidigt som centralbankerna i manga stérre
utvecklade lander fortsatter att latta pd penningpolitiken. For 2016 prognostiserar IMF
en successiv aterhamtning av den globala ekonomin men med lagre tillvaxtutsikter pa
medelldng sikt i utvecklade lander och i tillvaxtlander.

Mot denna bakgrund kan tva risker identifieras:
Ekonomisk instabilitet pa grund av tillvaxtlandernas sarbarhet

Samtidigt som BNP Paribas-koncernens exponeringen mot tillvaxtmarknadslander ar
begransad, kan dessa ekonomiers sarbarhet leda till stérningar i de globala finansiella
systemen vilka kan paverka BNP Paribas-koncernen och potentiellt foérandra
koncernens resultat.

| atskilliga tillvaxtekonomier noterades en 6kning av dtaganden i utlandsk valuta under
2015, medan skuldsattningsnivaerna (bade i utlandska och lokala valutor) redan &r
hoga. Dessutom har utsikterna for en successiv uppgang av styrrantan i USA (en
forsta rantehojning beslutad av centralbanken i december 2015), samt en atstramning
av den ekonomiska volatiliteten som &ar knuten till oron for tillvaxten i
tillvaxtmarknadslander bidragit till skarpta externa ekonomiska villkor, utfléden av
kapital, ytterligare valutadeprecieringar i manga tillvaxtlander och okade risker for
banker. Detta kan leda till ett minskat kreditbetyg pa stater.

Mot bakgrund av den mdjliga normaliseringen av riskpremierna, finns det en risk for
globala marknadsstorningar (6kade riskpremier, urholkning av fortroendet, minskad
tillvéxt, senareléaggning eller minskning av penningpolitisk harmonisering, minskad
marknadslikviditet, problem med vardering av tillgangar, krympande kreditutbud och
en kaotisk skuldavveckling) som skulle paverka alla banker och finansinstitut.

Systemiska risker hanforliga till ekonomiska villkor och likviditet pA marknaden

Fortsattningen av en situation med exceptionellt 1dga rantor kan framja omattligt
risktagande genom vissa ekonomiska aktérer: en okning av loptider p& lan och
innehavda tillgdngar, mindre stranga regler for beviljande av lan, Okad
l&nefinansiering.

Vissa aktorer (forsakringsbolag, pensionsfonder, formoégenhetsforvaltare etc.) medfor
en okad systemisk dimension och i handelse av marknadsturbulens (till exempel
knuten till plétsligt 6kade rantor och/eller en skarp kurskorrigering) kan de besluta att
sélja stora innehav i en miljé med férhallandevis svag marknadslikviditet.
