Macroeconomic and market conditions affect BNPP's results. The nature of BNPP's
business makes it particularly sensitive to macroeconomic and market conditions in
Europe, which have been at times challenging and volatile in recent years.

In 2016, global growth stabilised slightly above 3%, despite a much lower growth in
the advanced economies. Three major transitions continue to affect the global outlook:
declining economic growth in China, fluctuating energy prices that rose in 2016, and a
second tightening of monetary policy in the United States in the context of a resilient
domestic recovery. It should be noted that the central banks of several large
developed countries continue to maintain accommodative monetary policies. IMF
economic forecasts for 2017 point to a recovery in global activity, no significant
improvement in growth in the euro zone and Japan, and a slowdown in the United
Kingdom.

In that context, two risks can be identified:
Financial instability due to the vulnerability of emerging countries

While the exposure of the BNP Paribas Group to emerging countries is limited, the
vulnerability of these economies may generate disruptions in the global financial
system that could affect the Group and potentially alter its results.

A broad increase in the foreign exchange liabilities of the economies of many
emerging market economies was observed in 2016, at a time when debt levels (in
both foreign and local currency) were already high. The private sector was the main
source of the increase in this debt. Furthermore, the prospect of a gradual increase in
US key rates (the Federal Reserve Bank made its first increase in December 2015,
and a second in December 2016) and increased financial volatility stemming from
concerns about growth and mounting geopolitical risk in emerging markets have
contributed to a tightening of external financial conditions, increased capital outflows,
further currency depreciations in many emerging markets and heightened risks for
banks. These factors could result in further downgrades of sovereign ratings.

There is still a risk of disturbances in global markets (rising risk premiums, erosion of
confidence, declining growth, deferral or slower pace of normalisation of monetary
policies, declining liquidity in markets, asset valuation problems, decline in credit
supply and disorderly deleveraging) that could affect all banking institutions.

Systemic risks related to increased debt and market liquidity

Despite the upturn since mid-2016, interest rates remain low, which may continue to
encourage excessive risk-taking among some players in the financial system:
increased maturities of financing and assets held, less stringent policy for granting
loans, increase in leveraged financing.

Some players (insurance companies, pension funds, asset managers, etc.) entail an
increasingly systemic dimension and in the event of market turbulence (linked for
instance to a sudden rise in interest rates and/or a sharp price correction) they may
decide to unwind large positions in an environment of relatively weak market liquidity.

Recent years have also seen an increase in debt (public and private, in both
developed and emerging countries). The resulting risk could materialise either in the
event of a spike in interest rates or a further negative growth shock.

Laws and regulations applicable to financial institutions
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Recent and future changes in the laws and regulations applicable to financial
institutions may have a significant impact on BNPP. Measures that were recently
adopted or which are (or whose application measures are) still in draft format, that
have or are likely to have an impact on BNPP notably include:
the structural reforms comprising the French banking law of 26 July 2013
requiring that banks create subsidiaries for or segregate "speculative"
proprietary operations from their traditional retail banking activities, the
"Volcker rule" in the US which restricts proprietary transactions, sponsorship
and investment in private equity funds and hedge funds by US and foreign
banks, and upcoming potential changes in Europe;

- regulations governing capital: the Capital Requirements Directive IV ("CRD
4")/the Capital Requirements Regulation ("CRR"), the international standard
for total-loss absorbing capacity ("TLAC") and BNPP's designation as a
financial institution that is of systemic importance by the Financial Stability
Board;

— the European Single Supervisory Mechanism and the ordinance of 6
November 2014;

- the Directive of 16 April 2014 related to deposit guarantee systems and its
delegation and implementing Decrees, the Directive of 15 May 2014
establishing a Bank Recovery and Resolution framework, the Single
Resolution Mechanism establishing the Single Resolution Council and the
Single Resolution Fund;

In recent years, financial institutions have been impacted by a number of cyber
incidents, notably involving large-scale alterations of data which compromise the
quality of financial information. This risk remains today and BNPP, like other banks,
has taken measures to implement systems to deal with cyber attacks that could
destroy or damage data and critical systems and hamper the smooth running of its
operations. Moreover, the regulatory and supervisory authorities are taking initiatives
to promote the exchange of information on cyber security and cyber criminality in
order to improve the security of technological infrastructures and establish effective
recovery plans after a cyber incident.

Key risks regarding
the Issuer and the
Guarantor

Prospective purchasers of the Securities should be experienced with respect to
options and options transactions and should understand the risks of transactions
involving the Securities. An investment in the Securities presents certain risks that
should be taken into account before any investment decision is made. Certain risks
may affect the Issuer's ability to fulfil its obligations under the Securities or the
Guarantor's ability to perform its obligations under the Guarantee, some of which are
beyond its control. In particular, the Issuer and the Guarantor, together with the BNPP
Group, are exposed to the risks associated with its activities, as described below:

Guarantor

As defined in BNPP's 2016 Registration Document (in English version) and Annual
Financial Report, eight main categories of risk are inherent in BNPP's activities

1) Credit Risk - Credit risk is the consequence resulting from the likelihood that
a borrower or counterparty will fail to meet its obligations in accordance with
agreed terms. The probability of default and the expected recovery on the
loan or receivable in the event of default are key components of the credit
quality assessment;

(2) Securitisation in the banking book - Securitisation means a transaction or
scheme, whereby the credit risk associated with an exposure or pool of
exposures is tranched, having the following characteristics:

- payments made in the transaction or scheme are dependent upon
the performance of the exposure or pool of exposures;

- the subordination of tranches determines the distribution of losses
during the life of the risk transfer.

Any commitment (including derivatives and liquidity lines) granted to a
securitisation operation must be treated as a securitisation exposure. Most
of these commitments are held in the prudential banking book;

(3) Counterparty Credit Risk - Counterparty credit risk is the translation of the
credit risk embedded in financial transactions, investments and/or
settlement transactions between counterparties. Those transactions include
bilateral contracts such as over-the-counter ("OTC") derivatives contracts
as well as contracts settled through clearing houses. The amount of this risk
may vary over time in line with changing market parameters which then
impacts the replacement value of the relevant transactions

Counterparty risk lies in the event that a counterparty defaults on its
obligations to pay the Bank the full present value of the flows relating to a
transaction or a portfolio for which the Bank is a net receiver. Counterparty
credit risk is also linked to the replacement cost of a derivative or portfolio in
the event of counterparty default. Hence, it can be seen as a market risk in
case of default or a contingent risk. Counterparty risk arises both from both
bilateral activities of BNP Paribas with clients and clearing activities through
a clearing house or an external clearer.

(4) Market Risk - Market risk is the risk of incurring a loss of value due to
adverse trends in market prices or parameters, whether directly observable
or not.

Observable market parameters include, but are not limited to, exchange
rates, prices of securities and commodities (whether listed or obtained by
reference to a similar asset), prices of derivatives, and other parameters
that can be directly inferred from them, such as interest rates, credit

spreads, volatilities and implied correlations or other similar parameters.

Non-observable factors are those based on working assumptions such as
parameters contained in models or based on statistical or economic
analyses, non-ascertainable in the market.

In fixed income trading books, credit instruments are valued on the basis of
bond yields and credit spreads, which represent market parameters in the
same way as interest rates or foreign exchange rates. The credit risk arising
on the issuer of the debt instrument is therefore a component of market risk
known as issuer risk.

Liquidity is an important component of market risk. In times of limited or no
liquidity, instruments or goods may not be tradable or may not be tradable
at their estimated value. This may arise, for example, due to low transaction
volumes, legal restrictions or a strong imbalance between demand and
supply for certain assets.

The market risk related to banking activities encompasses the risk of loss
on equity holdings on the one hand, and the interest rate and foreign
exchange risks stemming from banking intermediation activities on the
other hand;

Liquidity Risk - Liquidity risk is the risk that BNPP will not be able to honour
its commitments or unwind or settle a position due to the market
environment or idiosyncratic factors (i.e. specific to BNP Paribas), within a
given timeframe and at a reasonable cost.

Liquidity risk reflects the risk of the BNPP Group being unable to fulfil
current or future foreseen or unforeseen cash or collateral requirements,
across all time horizons, from the short to the long term

This risk may stem from the reduction in funding sources, draw down of
funding commitments, a reduction in the liquidity of certain assets, or an
increase in cash or collateral margin calls. It may be related to the bank
itself (reputation risk) or to external factors (risks in some markets).

The BNPP Group's liquidity risk is managed under a global liquidity policy
approved by the Group's ALM Committee. This policy is based on
management principles designed to apply both in normal conditions and in
a liquidity crisis. The Group's liquidity position is assessed on the basis of
internal indicators and regulatory ratios.

Operational Risk - Operational risk is the risk of incurring a loss due to
inadequate or failed internal processes, or due to external events, whether
deliberate, accidental or natural occurrences. Management of operational
risk is based on an analysis of the "cause - event - effect" chain.

Internal processes giving rise to operational risk may involve employees
and/or IT systems. External events include, but are not limited to floods,
fire, earthquakes and terrorist attacks. Credit or market events such as
default or fluctuations in value do not fall within the scope of operational
risk.

Operational risk encompasses fraud, human resources risks, legal risks,
non-compliance risks, tax risks, information system risks, conduct risks
(risks related to the provision of inappropriate financial services), risk
related to failures in operating processes, including loan procedures or
model risks, as well as any potential financial implications resulting from the
management of reputation risks;

Compliance and Reputation Risk - Compliance risk is defined in French
regulations as the risk of legal, administrative or disciplinary sanctions, of
significant financial loss or reputational damage that a bank may suffer as a
result of failure to comply with national or European laws and regulations,
codes of conduct and standards of good practice applicable to banking and
financial activities, or instructions given by an executive body, particularly in
application of guidelines issued by a supervisory body.

By definition, this risk is a sub-category of operational risk. However, as
certain implications of compliance risk involve more than a purely financial
loss and may actually damage the institution's reputation, BNPP treats
compliance risk separately.

Reputation risk is the risk of damaging the trust placed in a corporation by
its customers, counterparties, suppliers, employees, shareholders,
supervisors and any other stakeholder whose trust is an essential condition
for the corporation to carry out its day-to-day operations.

Reputation risk is primarily contingent on all the other risks borne by BNPP;

Insurance Risk - BNP Paribas Cardif is exposed to the following risks:

- market risk, risk of a financial loss arising from adverse
movements of financial markets. These adverse movements are
notably reflected in prices (foreign exchange rates, bond prices,
equity and commaodity prices, derivatives prices, real estate
prices(]) and derived from fluctuations in interest rates, credit
spreads, volatility and correlation;

- credit risk, risk of loss resulting from fluctuations in the credit
standing of issuers of securities, counterparties and any debtors to
which insurance and reinsurance undertakings are exposed.
Among the debtors, risks related to financial instruments
(including the banks in which the Company holds deposits) and
risks related to receivables generated by the underwriting
activities (premium collection, reinsurance recovering(l) are
distinguished into two categories: "Asset Credit Risk" and
"Liabilities Credit Risk";

- underwriting risk is the risk of a financial loss caused by a sudden,
unexpected increase in insurance claims. Depending on the type
of insurance business (life, non-life), this risk may be statistical,
macroeconomic or behavioural, or may be related to public health
issues or disasters;

- operational risk is the risk of loss resulting from the inadequacy or
failure of internal processes, IT failures or deliberate external
events, whether accidental or natural. The external events
mentioned in this definition include those of human or natural
origin.

Difficult market and economic conditions have had and may continue to
have a material adverse effect on the operating environment for financial
institutions and hence on BNPP's financial condition, results of operations
and cost of risk.

The United Kingdom's referendum to leave the European Union may lead to
significant uncertainty, volatility and disruption in European and broader
financial and economic markets and hence may adversely affect BNPP's
operating environment.

BNPP may experience difficulties integrating acquired companies and may
be unable to realise the benefits expected from its acquisitions.

Intense competition by banking and non-banking operators could adversely
affect BNPP's revenues and profitability.

Makroekonomiska villkor och marknadsvillkor paverkar BNPP:s resultat. BNPP:s
verksamhetstyp gor det sarskilt kansligt for Europas marknadsvillkor och
makroekonomiska villkor, vilka ibland har varit utmanande och instabila under senare
ar.

Under 2016 stabiliserade sig den globala tillvéaxten nagot dver 3 procent, trots en
mycket lagre tillvaxt i de utvecklade ekonomierna. Tre storre évergangar fortsatter att
paverka de globala utsikterna: vikande ekonomisk tillvaxt i Kina, fluktuerande
energipriser som steg 2016, och en andra atstramning av penningpolitiken i USA mot
bakgrund av en motstadndskraftig inhemsk aterhamtning. Lagg marke till att
centralbankerna i manga storre utvecklade lander fortsatter att bedriva en anpassad
penningpolitik. IMF:s ekonomiska prognoser for 2017 pekar pa en aterhamtning
globalt men ingen betydande foérbattring av tillvaxten i euroomradet och Japan, samt
en dampning i Storbritannien.

Mot denna bakgrund kan tva risker identifieras:
Ekonomisk instabilitet pa grund av tillvéxtldndernas sarbarhet

Samtidigt som BNP Paribas-koncernens exponering mot tillvaxtmarknadslander &ar
begransad, kan dessa ekonomiers sarbarhet leda till stérningar i de globala finansiella
systemen vilka kan paverka koncernen och potentiellt forandra koncernens resultat.

En bred 6kning av valutaskulder i manga av de tillvaxtekonomier noterades 2016, vid
en tid nar skuldnivaerna (bade i utlandsk och i inhemsk valuta) redan var héga.

Blivande kdpare av vardepapper som emitteras enligt detta grundprospekt ska vara
erfarna med avseende pa optioner och optionstransaktioner och ska forsta riskerna
med transaktioner som har med vardepapperen att géra. En investering i vardepapper
medfér vissa risker som ska beaktas innan ett investeringsbeslut fattas. Vissa risker
kan paverka Emittentens formaga att uppfylla sina ataganden med avseende pa
vardepapperen och borgensmannens férmaga att uppfylla sina ataganden enligt
borgensforbindelse i handelse av att vardepapperen emitteras av BNPP B.V., av vilket
vissa ar bortom dennes kontroll.

(2) Vérdepapperisering i en banks handelslager - Vardepapperisering betyder
en transaktion eller plan, varigenom den berérda kreditrisken fér en
exponering eller en pool av exponeringar delas upp och har féljande
egenskaper:

- betalningar gjorda inom ramen fér transaktionen eller planen ar
avhangiga av avkastningen pa exponeringen eller poolen med
exponeringar;

- underordningen av delmangderna faststaller férdelningen av
forluster under den riskfyllda transaktionens livslangd.

Observerbara marknadsparametrar omfattar, men ar inte begransade till,
vaxelkurser, kurser pa vardepapper och ravaror (oavsett om de noterade
eller erhallna genom referens till en liknande tillgang), derivatkurser och
andra parametrar som direkt kan paverkas av dem, som till exempel rantor,
kreditspreadar, volatiliteter och antydda korrelationer eller andra liknande
parametrar.

Icke observerbara faktorer ar de som baseras pa arbetshypoteser som till
exempel parametrar i modeller eller baserade pa statistiska eller
ekonomiska analyser, ej mgjliga att utrona pa marknaden.

Ryktesrisken ar risken att fa ett skadat fortroende fér en organisation bland
kunder, motparter, leverantorer, anstallda, aktieagare, chefer och andra
intressenter vars fortroende ar ett vasentligt villkor for foretaget nar det
géller att bedriva den dagliga verksamheten.

Ryktesrisken ar framst avhangig av alla 6vriga risker som BNPP ar utsatt
for;
