AUTHORIZES SIGNIFICANT SHARE BUYBACK 

FOR SUBSEQUENT CANCELLATION
   Betzdorf, Luxembourg, March 15th, 2007 - Shareholders of SES (Euronext Paris and Luxembourg Stock Exchange: SESG), at an Extraordinary General Meeting held today at the company’s headquarters in Betzdorf (Luxembourg), approved a resolution to authorize the Board of Directors of SES to buy back and cancel via a capital reduction the stake held by GE (General Electric) in the company. 

   The significant share buyback and cancellation will take place following the completion of the EUR 1.2 bn split-off transaction with GE that SES announced in a separate press release issued on February 14th, 2007. In the framework of this transaction which remains subject to the satisfaction of certain closing conditions, SES will contribute certain assets and cash to a new company and exchange shares of that new company for GE’s entire holding of 103,149,900 shares in SES.
